Mayor Grenke called the regular meeting to order at 7:05 p.m.

Roll Call: Aldermen Jon Angell, Don Bormann, David Wilkins, Farris Sanders and Catherine Simmons answered
roll call.

SWEAR IN NEWLY ELECTED OFFICIALS
City Clerk Lockett administered the oath of office to the newly elected officials.
ELECTION OF PRESIDENT OF THE BOARD OF ALDERMEN (MAYOR PRO TEM) BY ALDERMEN:

Alderman Bormann nominated Alderman Angell to be elected as Mayor Protempore. Alderman Simmons seconded
the motion. There being no other nominations, the Mayor called for ayes and nays, the motion passed unanimously.

ELECTION OF CITY CLERK BY ALDERMEN:

Mr. Beck explained the city clerk is elected for a one year term by the Board of Aldermen. Alderman Angell made the
motion to elect Heather Lockett as city clerk. Alderman Simmons seconded the motion. On a call by the Mayor for
ayes and nays, the motion passed unanimously.

Mayor Grenke administered the oath of office to Heather Lockett as city clerk.

Mike Forsee presented information regarding bids for manhole repair. Forsee reported that Ace Pipe Cleaning does
complete the inside coating from top to bottom for around $4400, and that Midwest will do the same thing but also
offers the option to just do the joints. The cost for just the joints from Midwest for 4 manholes wouldn’t cost over
$2500.

Forsee noted that he is having problems with the joints, and does not think we need to go Ace at this time. He
recommends going with Midwest. He stated that he can’t give an exact cost at this time. Four of the worst manholes
they have found need to be repaired. He pointed out that the back page lists the costs of all materials for the City to
do the work, but it would be around the same cost, possibly a little more, for City staff to complete as it would be to
have Midwest do the work. Forsee’s staff would be observing and figuring out how to make repairs themselves in
the future.

Alderman Simmons made the motion to approve the bid from Midwest not to exceed $2500. Alderman Wilkins
seconded the motion. On a call by the Mayor for ayes and nays, the motion passed unanimously.

Mike Forsee left the meeting at 7:17 p.m.
COMMENTS FROM CITIZENS:
Comments from Citizens was opened at 7:18 p.m. by Mayor Grenke.

There being no comments from citizens, Mayor Grenke closed the comments from citizens portion of the meeting at
7:19 p.m.
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PUBLIC HEARING:
The scheduled public hearing opened at 7:19 p.m.

Proposed Rezoning of Lots 9 and 10 of Block 33 of the Original Town of Centralia from R-3 (Multiple-Family
Dwelling) to B-1 (Downtown Business)

Behrns gave some background information on the request by Darren Adams. The proposed rezoning had failed
before the Planning & Zoning Commission, and this is the 2™ hearing on the issue. The P & Z Commission voted to
deny the request. Alderman Sanders stated that the recommendation not to pass was in an effort not to do spot
zoning and asked Adams what the purpose to rezone is.

Adams responded that there are no plans for the property at this time. He noted that there are no downtown
businesses that have a nice up-to-date store front, and he would like to possibly build a nice store-front building with
one or two apartments up above it in the future. Adams also referenced a few places in town that he felt had been
spot zoned. Alderman Bormann reported that Curt Kelly’s office building was not spot zoning because there was
commercial property beside it. Adams disagreed and still considers it spot zoning.

Alderman Bormann noted that if Adams was able to get the neighbor of the property to go along with the rezoning
then he would be more apt to go along with the request.

Jessica Orsini, 231 S Hickman, stated that she would not be in favor of this rezoning. She said that spot zoning in
other cases was still in the same category, for example R-1 to R-2. This request is looking to move from a residential
zoning to business zoning. Orsini stated that she would not like to have this happen in her neighborhood. There are
plenty of old business lots that could be remodeled, torn down and rebuilt.

Adams noted that he thinks there is a shortage of quality buildings.

Don Bobbitt — 610 Ivy, stated that the City had been requested spot zone a lot for Mr. Henderson, but the neighbor
was also convinced to rezone his property. Bobbitt thanked Adams for taking the building down that used to be on

the property.

The public hearing closed at 7:30 p.m.

Proposed Permanent Zoning and Rezoning of Property South of Highway 22 and west of Highway 124 to be
B-2 (Highway Business)

Behrns stated that P&Z had recommended approving the rezoning of the property to B-2 — Highway business
district.

ORDINANCE: Adoption of International Building Code — 2009 Edition

Behrns gave some background information as to the adoption of these codes, as they have already been adopted by
Boone County. There were some changes made after discussion with the county, and some amendments that have been
included in our ordinances. The fee schedule will remain the same fee schedule we now have.

Attorney Beck noted that the building codes already in the city code changing from 2006 to 2009, and the electric code
changes from 2005 to 2008, and he will be updating city code with these revisions.

There was some discussion about requiring sprinkler systems in single family residence and in 4-plexes brought up by
Adams, 915 Hampton Dr, who suggested requiring that new single family residences do not have to put in a sprinkler
system and would highly recommend eliminating that requirement on 4-plexes.

Upon further discussion, Behrns noted that the landlord is responsible for the safety of the tenants in the 4-
plex/apartment building, and that insurance agents and firefighter’s organization recommends sprinklers in apartment
buildings. Alderman Bormann further added that while a sprinkler system could likely cause more damage to the
structure, the tenants wouldn’t drown from it but could suffer from smoke inhalation. Safety of the tenants should be put
first. ‘

Up to council to make sure that a
maintenance code is not abused. Thinks city should seriously look at property maintenance code. He feels this would
be a proactive step instead of being reactive.

Alderman Wilkins asked if this was a code established by same organization. Behrns noted that it is by same
organization, but is not adopted by county. If city were to adopt the code, they City would have to do its own
inspections.

Bormann questioned if it is something that can be adopted without being a charter city, and Behrns responded that
yes, it could be. Alderman Sanders questioned if the maintenance code could prevent some of the letters the City is
sending for dangerous structures.

Jessica Orsini stated that the council has visited this issue several times before, and there are some problems with it
and it can be abused very badly.

ORDINANCE: Further Amending City Ordinance Number 1670 Concerning Designated Locations of Stop Signs

There was a lot of discussion regarding eliminating the location of stop signs on Jefferson Street at Sims Street.

Don Bagley, 711 E Brick, stated that he was concerned about the safety of kids at the intersection, and hopes that we do not take those
stop signs out.

Chief Dudgeon stated that last week Sgt. Bias had been asked if PD had anything to say, and he did not. Dudgeon stated that he doesn’t
believe that we should not remove the stop signs, and he would ask not to bring it to the floor. '

Dob Bobbitt, 610 Ivy Lane, said that he used to have the house at the corner of Booth and Jefferson, and that sometimes he could not
even get out of driveway without the stop sign. He also said that he sees cars run fast up and down that street.

Bob Reeves, Chance Elementary School Principal, stated that, on behalf of the school district, they will support whatever the Board
decides.

Brenda Snell, 611 S Clayton, stated that she lives one block from Jefferson Street, and to get out onto Jefferson she goes around the
block to Lakeview Street. She feels that the stop sign needs to stay, and is afraid a child might get hit if we remove the stop signs.

Alderman Angell presented information he had gathered and researched from the uniform traffic code as to where to put signage. In
review of that, he found that the City of Centralia has numerous signed stops that will not conform. He noted that per conversations he
has had, Chief Dudgeon supports some of the stop signs as a traffic calming device. Uniform traffic code says in a number of places
that stop signs should not be used as a traffic calming device, but that stop sign should be used only to designate the right of way.
Many papers discuss that major thorough fares should have less restrictions on the flow of traffic. Angell reported that he did have
figures of traffic counts and child crossing counts during school hours.

Reeves noted that ten kids cross from the middle school.

Angell stated that the older kids (middle school aged) are the ones that cross at that intersection the most. No figures on the number of
little kids crossing at that intersection. Angell noted that there is a pedestrian crossing at the high school without a stop; crossing at
middle school without a stop. He rejected the assumption that the middle school kids can’t cross the street. Jefferson street is a wide,
well lit street and there is no parking on the side of the street. He feels that we could leave a crossing there and yield for pedestrians.
Reeves, Lakeview noted that if there is a request from a patron to have a crossing guard on Jefferson, he will send them back to City.
The school teaches safety to the children, but can’t make them do it. Reeves said that he witnessed a girl, 1% grader, get hit by a car. He
hopes that nobody gets hurt right there.

There was some more discussion on the topic, and Behrns stated that the ordinance would be made effective July 1, 2012, after school
is out if it passes. Alderman Angell stated that he is not opposed to putting a stop sign back if this plan fails, and that emotional
arguments are hard to overcome.

Alderman Angell presented a bill marked and designated as bill no. 2610 to create an ordinance entitled “AN
ORDINANCE TO AMEND CENTRALIA CITY ORDINANCE NUMBER 1670 CONCERNING THE
LOCATIONS DESIGNATED FOR STOP SIGNS IN THE CITY OF CENTRALIA, MISSOURI.” Alderman
Angell moved that it be placed on its first reading by title only. Before the bill was introduced copies of the bill
were made available for public inspection. Motion was seconded by Alderman Wilkins and motion carried with
Aldermen Bormann, Wilkins, Simmons, Angell and Magley voting FOR and Alderman Sanders voting AGAINST.
The bill was then read by title only. Alderman Angell moved the bill be placed on its second reading. Motion was
seconded by Alderman Bormann and motion carried unanimously. The bill was then read the second time by title
only. The Mayor then called for discussion on the bill and after some discussion Alderman Angell moved the final
passage of the bill. Alderman Simmons seconded the motion. The Mayor called for a roll call vote and the
ordinance passed with the following vote. Aldermen voting FOR: Angell and Bormann. Voting AGAINST:
Magley, Sanders, Simmons and Wilkins. The Mayor declared the bill failed.

ORDINANCE: Amending City Code Concerning Speed Limit on Jefferson Street
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Behrns noted that there is an alternative #1 and alternative #2. After some discussion regarding making the speed limit
changes, Alderman Wilkins made a motion to table amending the City Code concerning the speed limit on Jefferson
Street indefinitely. The motion was seconded by Alderman Sanders. On a call by the Mayor for ayes and nays, the
motion passed unanimously.

Bob Reeves, Don Bobbitt, Brenda Snell and Linda Bormann left the meeting at 9:02 p.m.

Beck spoke regarding a previous request to discuss changing the minimum fine for speeding in a school zone to
$250. According to the state law, the fine can be from $1 to $500. Also according to state law, municipal judges
have the sole authority to set the pay out of court offenses, which are typically routine offenses, where no
appearance in court is needed. Those offenses that can be paid before court address the speeding, if the speeding is
20 mph or less above the speed limit. Anything over 20 mph over the speed limit can’t be paid out of court. For
speeding in a school zone, it adds $25 to amount due. Anything the board of aldermen would do regarding fines for
speeding would only apply to those who show up in court, and any that payments out of court would avoid the
proposed minimum fine. Beck recommends talking to the municipal judge prior to enacting an ordinance. He noted
that he had spoken with the City’s prosecuting attorney, April Wilson, about this in general and she seemed in
general opposition to setting a minimum fine as it might impact what can be done with other fines and other cases.
Beck feels it would be premature to have an ordinance to impose a minimum speeding fine.

Motion was seconded by Alderman Wilkins and motion carried unanimously.. The bill was then read by title only.
The Mayor then called for discussion on the bill and after some discussion Alderman Simmons moved the final
passage of the bill. Alderman Wilkins seconded the motion. The Mayor called for a roll call vote and the ordinance
passed with the following vote.

A copy of the quote from J & M Displays was included in the council packet, and the package is almost the same the
previous year. The display seemed to be an adequate size. The cost to City is $3775.75, which is slightly above last
year, but not very much -about $30 more. The City received a discount and credit for being a long term customer.
The resolution that was adopted authorizes the fire dept to shoot them off on July 4™, but not the purchase of the fire
works.
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Alderman Simmons made a motion to purchase the fireworks from J & M Displays in the amount of $3,775.75. The
motion was seconded by Alderman Wilkins. On a call by the Mayor for ayes and nays, the motion passed
unanimously.

Striping Paint

Quotes from Street Dept. Foreman, Phil Hoffiman, had been presented at the Public Works/Public Utilities
Committee meeting, with the best quote from Sherwin Williams. Paint from Sherwin Williams has held up well
from last year, and the paint would cost $3600.

Sanders questioned if the reflective beads in the paid were doing any good. Mayor Grenke said that he does notice
early in the morning where they are and are not located, and they do make a difference in the rain.

Behrns said that driving south on Jefferson just before Lakeview the beads can be observed in the double stripe (one
gives out about 15 ft farther to the north with the beads), and you can tell by the side by side comparison it is worth
it.

Alderman Bormann made a motion to accept the bid in the amount of $3600 for paint from Sherwin Williams. The
motion was seconded by Alderman Simmons. On a call by the Mayor for ayes and nays, the motion passed
unanimously.

Adams asked the board what a person would need to do to bring before Board to sell fireworks inside the city limits.

Beck said that a person can sell fireworks'if they meet certain regulations such as not selling any that are propelled
into the air and can only sell between July 1 — 4 as noted in Chapter 11 of the City Code. He suggested Adams come
to a committee meeting to bring up specific suggestions on changing the ordinance.

Bormann noted that if the council were to change the ordinance to allow selling aerial fireworks, there should
probably have signing up that says they are not allowed to be set off inside the city limits.

Brenda Magley asked if the easement on North Rollins street that was given to Forrest Chevrolet would be going
back to the City since the business no longer needs it.

Behins said that no action could be taken until the annexation ordinance was passed tonight. P & Z does recommend
that if Mr. Forrest does offer to deed the easement back to the City, that the Alderman accept the recommendation.,

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There being no further business td discuss, Alderman Simmons made the motion to recess until May 7, 2012, at 7:00
pm. Alderman Wilkins seconded the motion. On a call by the Mayor for ayes and nays the motion carried
unanimously.

Minutes of the Public Works and Public Utilities Committee for Monday, May 7, 2012.
The meeting was called to order by Alderman Bormann at about 7:25 p.m. Present were Mayor
Grenke, Aldermen Bormann, Sanders, Wilkins, Angell, and Magley. Also attending were Lynn Behrns,

Phil Hoffman, Mark Mustain, Police Chief Larry Dudgeon, David Noonan, and James Smith.

Water and Sewer Department

Committee reviewed the activity report and future work schedule for the Water and Sewer Department.
Forsee said that the sewer crew made a trip to the City of Hallsville to help clean sewers and culverts.
They will be billed for the service. Forsee also explained the WET test was a standardized test of
water quality which measures the survival of very small fish in a water sample. In this case, the fish
died, and the test had to be rerun because it was part of an annual certification process of our testing

laboratory and the fish should have survived in the test sample.

Forsee distributed the results of bidding for a new 2" trash pump. The outcome was very good. We
bid just at the time that one vender was conducting a sale. Nu Way Concrete in Jefferson City was the
lowest bidder at $945.00. Simmons moved that the City buy the pump from the lows bidder. Wilkins

second the motion. All members voted in favor of the motion and it passed.

The City had expected to receive quotes for replacement of a control panel for the pumps at the
Northwest Sewer Treatment Plant. Several options are possible, but final prices were not available in
time. Current equipment is weathered and past its useful life span. The panels will be installed by the
electric crew. Purchase of this item will be on the regular Board agenda. Atthattime, Forsee said that

he will also have a quote ready for pump equipment at the Benoit farm.

Forsee said that ECHO should start installation work on the first phase of the water system SCADA

within the next three weeks.

Electric Department

Committee reviewed the activity report and future work schedule for the Electric Department. Mustain
reported many outages from lightning damage. The crew replaced three transformers after one storm

and one transformer another day. There was also one downed wire and several tripped cutouts.



Mustain told Bormann that the flashes of bright light near the Miles ditch were caused when heavy, wet
branches short-circuit the lines. He found no lasting damage, and this particular line will be moved

underground as part of the ditch project.

Behrns reported on the results of the new contracts for power purchases for 2015 and 2016. The new
contract price will be $41.69 per MWh, compared to the $43.40 for the contract which last through
2014. This will drop total wholesale electric cost and head off any future rate increases through that
time. There are other power and transmission costs which increase the total “all-in” costs. Presently
the City pays in the range of $61-63 MwH. Ameren Energy Marketing remains the contract provider.
AEM seems to be betting that EPA regulations on coal generating plants will be deferred and that gas

supplies will stay cheap. Behrns said that the bid rate is good insurance.

Mustain reported that Centralia was accepting a radio repeater from PWSD #10. Their employees
seldom use radios and plan to rely on cell phones for internal communications. The equipmentis in
good shape and presently mounted on the City’s west water tower. The immediate cost will be $200
to change a FCC license from the District to the City. Latter the repeater will have to be reprogrammed
to narrow band t the same time as other of the City’s utility radios. The City would still allow District to

use the frequency when needed.

The Missouri Public Utility Alliance asked for its members to send letters of support for the AMEREN
and Westinghouse joint proposal to install “mini” nucular reactors next to the present Calloway site.
Simmons moved and Wilkins seconded that the Mayor be authorized to write such a letter on behalf of
the City and send it to Secretary Chu of the Department of Energy. All members voted in favor of the

motion and it was passed.

Streets and Sanitation

Committee reviewed the activity report and future work schedule for the Street and Sanitation
Departments.
Hoffman gave a brief report on what he had learned at a recent LTAP class of the effects of new ADA

regulations for transportation and road projects.

Sanders asked about City practices for recycling cardboard. Could we take collected material to the



workshop in Mexico? Hoffman said the City is collects cardboard only from businesses. lItis delivered
to a container site at Hubbell/Chance, from where it is then transported with Chance’s cardboard to
that workshop. This has the same outcome with less expense. He also recommended that the City
continue to take plastic to the vender in Millersburg, rather than the workshop or Civic Recycling. Our
current contractor will accept and use a greater variety (and thus volume) of plastics. The workshop

and Civic will only take two or three types of beverage bottles.

Behrns relayed a citizen’s request to set up separate dumpster for scrap metal. Hoffman said that
trash had not contained much metal, but we could experiment next time. The citizen had also asked
about taking appliances. Mr. Johns currently takes discarded appliances away and disposes of Freon.
Hoffman and Behrns did not believe it to be economic or effective to collect and transport on our own
because of limited manpower and low scrap prices. The City will dispose of a large CO2 tank on the
next instance of bidding for disposal of wire and scrap materials from the utilities and staff will

reexamine alternatives.

After examining proposals, the engineering selection committee had Behrns discuss a contract with
Christine Luebbers. A proposal has been finalized and an ordinance to adopt a contract will be on the
next Board agenda. Work would be in two parts: (1) Design and bidding this year; and (2) in 2013, the
lowest contractor could do construction in a prearranged manner that allows for access for Hubbell and
MFA trucks. That phase would involve grade staking and construction inspection and testing.
Payment under the contract would be for the actual cost of labor, plus limited expenses, but has a cap
on the maximum City expense. Bormann asked that bid documents include notice that additional

surveying for lost grade stakes to be at the contractor’s expense.

Behrns will soon prepare bid package for asphalt overlays. He recommends parts of Southgate, North
Rollins, and North Hickman Streets (unless he learns special information after the auction of the
Centralia MoDOT site). The transportation sales tax should be sufficient for these and for the first
phase of engineering of the Switzler project. Money should also allow for two or three blocks of new or
replacement sidewalk in acknowledgment to ADA goals. Angell requested that Behrns try to encourage
Chance trucks to detour all the way to Highway 22 during construction on Switzler in 2013. Behrns will

talk to Hubbell about this alternative.
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Hoffman described the observed condition of a 5'-diameter stormsewer which runs from Singleton
under the Hubbell/Chance parking lot and to the ditch on the north of the Kansas City Southern
Railroad. One northern section was replaced more than 18 years ago. The remainder is more than
thirty years old. The pipe is galvanized metal and rotted out in it bottom. Hoffman will conduct a more
thorough inspection and see if the pipe needs patchy repairs or a full, new lining. Hoffman has been
told that the latter can cost as more than $400 per foot. This could become a multi-year project. There
will be more to report as the Board looks next year’s budget. Hoffman and the Water Department will
also be looking at culverts at NE sewer lagoons. We are not sure if a large pipe needs replacement or

patches. Inspection must wait for the creek to go down.

Hoffman told committee that a culvert under Highway 22 was MoDOT responsibility.

Hoffman present two quotes for a limited amount of street crack sealing. Christensen Construction Co.
was low. Sanders asked if other potential bidders were ignored. Behrns said that staff asked for
quotes from firms which had done the same work for the City in the past. The quote included labor at
prevailing wage under the present court guidelines. Behrns was not sure other qualified venders would
be available. APAC likely was not interested. Sanders suggested solicitations for small local firms.
Behrns replied that they were unlikely to have e-verify, 10-hour OSHA, or be willing to take on state
required prevailing wage rates. Ads in the paper would likely create the same result (if the two venders
even chose to submit again). This is a small job, where formal bidding would have relatively high
administrative paper work. Bormann suggested that if City had more formally bid, we might actually
end up with a higher price. Magley said he also though the City should consider a wider advertisement
for bids. Behrns was willing to start over. Other aldermen disagreed and felt the City should proceed.
Simmons moved that the City accept the proposal from Christensen for street crack sealing at $225
per hour for labor and equipment use, plus $30/box for sealer. Wilkins seconded the motion. After
discussion, all members voted aye, although Sanders again said that he would have preferred that the

City have conducted more a formal bidding.

During cleanup week, the City accept 53.16 tons of waste. This is the lowest amount ever (59.55 tons
was collected last year.) Bad weather may have contributed More citizens have recently put out large

items with their regular trash. Behrns said the special period still seemed to be a worthwhile service.



As May Arise
The Mayor set May 26 at 9 a.m. to be a time for the Board to pickup trash along Singleton Street.

Mayor Grenke said he will be on annual National Guard training from June 1 to June 17. He may be

able to participate in committee meetings by phone.

Behrns reported that the CADCO service on no longer available usable through local cable television.
The equipment has become obsolete. It cannot be used for digital channels. And will not be
supported by Charter Communications. Households also have more choices to cable, including
satellite television, telephone and broadband lines, so the service is less effective. There are
emergency broadcast network and National Weather Service venues, but it will be more difficult to get
out quick localized warnings to Centralians. Behrns will be talking to LEPC members about any

alternatives for local warnings of emergencies such as chemical spills.

Behrns was asked to look at street patching or curb relocation at the corner of Columbia and Lakeview.
Behrns was reluctant to remove any curb on the east. Staff will first try to further widen the roadway
on the west, while staying within the City’s right-of-way.

Committee members briefly discussed some recent weed notices.

The Committee adjourned at about 8:45 p.m.
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Minutes of the General Government and Public Safety Committee meeting of Monday, May 14,
2012.

The meeting was called to order by Alderman Wilkins at 7:00 p.m. Present were Mayor Grenke,
Aldermen Simmons, Magley, Sanders, and Bormann. Also attending were Lynn Behrns, Police Chief
Larry Dudgeon, Fire Chief Denny Rusch, City Attorney Merritt Beck, Don Bobbitt, Darryl Spauldin,
Debbie Sullivan, Heather Mathes, and James Smith

Those present participated in reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.

Comments from Citizens

Sullivan read statement complaining that a previous letter to the Board had not been distributed or
read, except by Alderman Sanders. The letter and the letter complained about parking problems and
enforcement, particularly during the Anchor Festival. She said that the City and Police Department
had not followed up on past complaints. Sullivan described conditions where festival visitors parked in
private yards and lots and on both sides of narrow alleys. This happens even where there are signs
and tape that announce “no parking”. Passage can sometimes be impossible. Cars are damaged,
and there is no access for emergency vehicles. Festival goers can be inconsiderate and sometimes
belligerent. They frequently move barricades. Creative parking next to ditches can become hazardous.
She has a particular problem because her property is in the downtown area, but the issue extends to a
wide part of the central city and can be an issue at other times of the year. Wilkins said he had not
received the letter. Sullivan said that it was put in the utility bill drop box. Behrns said that such a
letter would have normally been added to the Mayor’s mail. Mayor said he had never received it and,
so, had not been able to distribute it or enter it into the record. Behrns had not known about it until
Spauldin referred to it at the Public Works and Public Utilities Committee meeting last Monday. Thus,
he did not tell Sullivan that Board discussion was not scheduled until this General Government
meeting. Copies of the complaint were made distributed. Sullivan’s followup statement is appended to
these minutes.

Spauldin and Mathes said they were similarly concerned and felt ignored by City officials, Mathes said
that the police told them they would have to pay to have vehicles towed from their property. Further
discussion was delayed until later at scheduled position on agenda.

City Prosecutor

No report. Prosecutor April Wilson had a scheduling conflict and will not be present until the regular
Board meeting next week. City Attorney Beck distributed a memorandum and described his
conclusions concerning raising fines for speeding in schools zones. Wilson should be able to add her
perspective and the next meeting.

Police Department
Dudgeon presented the report of April activities and calls for the Police Department.

He then responded to a request by Wilkins to give the police perspective to the earlier citizen's’
complaint. He said that the cost of towing trespassing cars are the responsibility of the car owner
except in certain circumstances where towing is directed by police for the City’s convenience. If a car
is parked on private property, the property owner has a right to call and have it removed. Dudgeon said
he has previously discussed Festival parking with Sullivan and others. He does not have enough
manpower for saturation coverage of a three-day event, even with help from the Boone County Sheriff



and other agencies. Removal of cars from private property is really a civil matter for which he has no
statutory authority. “Signs and tape is as good as it gets”, he said. The Committee engaged in
extended discussion about adding more “15 minute parking” signs. These would not require any
legislation. As the Traffic Engineer, Behrns has Code authority to set temporary no-parking zones and
“experimental” traffic and parking controls. Sullivan suggested strict no parking on one side would at
least allow emergency access. Behrns said that works only so long as the signs are observed. He
wondered if expanding the one-way designation to other parts of downtown might have an adverse
effect to other downtown businessmen and their everyday parking. He noted that the Festival’s
sponsor, the Chamber of Commerce has previously attempt to ease the problem with a shuttle bus at
the large High School parking lot. It was unsuccessful. Alderman Sanders moved that Behrns order
more no parking signs for Sullivan’s block and put up at least two. Chief Dudgeon would latter add
stake signs between these at distances too close for parking. Magley seconded the motion. All
members present voted in favor and the motion passed.

Beck reported that the bill allowing new court fines is now part of an Omnibus bill in the state
legislature and may pass before Friday. He will report on the final result at the Board meeting next
Monday.

Fire Department
Rusch presented a report of Fire Department activities in April. Rusch said that the replacement fire
truck was in transit to vender, but no date is set for Centralia to take delivery.

Beck distributed a packet of statutes and ordinances pertaining to the sale of fireworks. Centralia’s
law is parallel to the state’s, but has a shorter time period. Centralia’s ordinance limits the variety of
fireworks allowed for sale in the city limits to those that can also be discharge within the City. This was
done in part to control the debris that lands on roofs. Beck said it is almost too late now for a potential
vender to secure a required state permit for any new site. Since this matter was broached by Darren
Adams, without any followup, Sanders moved that the topic be tabled. Simmons seconded the motion.
All members present voted aye.

Emergency Management

There was no formal report. Mayor Grenke noted that Zim Schwartze as out is director of the Joint
Dispatch operations. Behrns said that she was still our emergency management director until she is
replaced or resigns. The position is required by state statutes. At a meeting of many Boone County
public safety agencies this afternoon, no direct actions were taken. There was agreement to form a
task force to study all contractual arrangements on dispatching and emergency management. Joint
dispatchers told the meeting that they are understaffed and suggested that emergency management
duties might need to be spun off to other personnel. Behrns told Sanders that Centralia made no
direct payments for Joint Dispatch. Centralians do contribute to a phone tax for 911. Behrns
recommended the City wait to see what Columbia and Boone Count do.

Protective Inspection

Behrns reported that demolition incentive contracts were exhausted. All five allowed by the budget
have been issued. Several others could be allowed if appropriations were increased later. The permit
for demolition of a house on Lakeview is in progress. That of Mr. Oliver will start in few months. Mr.
George is similar contracted and permitted, but will not start immediately. The permit for Whitehead of
a house on Columbia Street will start after the end of Anchor Festival. Drain repairs and storefront tuck
pointing was done by Newton Davis on his business on North Allen. No work was done to better
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support the front wall. The scales at the seed mill have new planking and several windows are.
Behrns told Sanders that deadlines on nuisance notices depended on the type and degree of violation.
Secondary action is taken if a property owner is not making progress or setting a fixed time for
remedial work. Followup requires a formal hearing with the Mayor and would need a court reporter for
a transcript. Before the City does any demolition work, we would also take the matter as a criminal
complaint to Municipal Court. This second opinion would act to lower our risk of liability.

Behrns reported on the effect of other dangerous structure notices: Greenwood is working on
remodeling of a house on Rodemyre. There is no recent work on Yager’s house on S. Allen or on the
foreclosure house at 523 S. Allen. The house owned by Creason at the northeast corner of Columbia
Street and Sneed Street has had one porch removed and another is partially down. Behrns thinks the
whole building is deficient.

Economic Development

Ginny Zoellers will be attending the regular Board meeting. Behrns told Sanders that no cash grants
are available for economic development. City expenditures come from the General Fund. The State
gives advice and in some instances tax credit. No cash is granted to finance staff or act as an
incentive. Sanders noted that even Mexico’s 3/50 project needs more funding.

Park Department
The Park Board will meeting next week, but minutes from the last meeting was in the committee
agenda packet.

Cemetery Advisory Committee
No report. Behrns noted that Board agenda should have an ordinance to approve a contract with Mark
Robertson for surveying and setting corners for the Northeast Section of the City Cemetery.

Tree Board
No report.

Library Board
No formal report was made, but a future agenda were presented in the Committee packet.

Finance

Financial statements for April were distributed, but do not provide all the usual detail. Year-to-date
totals are for 13 months. There are no comparisons to last year or the new budget. Full numbers
should be more complete after auditor's adjustments are entered and a final report printed for Fiscal
Year 2011-12. The new finance software will allow easier posting and simultaneous track of two years
data without waiting for a year end roll-over. Sales tax are up over projections in April, but were below
targets in May. This is really a reflection of the unusual timing of payments from several large
businesses. Totals should again be running at or above targets by June.

Bills over $1,250
Committee received a preliminary list of bills over $1,250. Committee members had no immediate
guestions.

Other General Government
Behrns reminded members of the opportunity to attend the regional Missouri Municipal League
meeting in Columbia on May 30. They need to notify the City Clerk before 25" if they plan to go.




Behrns said the next Board agenda will include authorizing budgeted transfers. The Water Fund will
transfer $35,000 to the General Fund, the Electric Fund $80,000 to the General Fund, and the Electric
Fund $20,000 to the Cemetery Fund.

As May Arise
Mayor Grenke asked that the Board’s street trash pick up be rescheduled to May 26" at 9 a.m.

Sanders again requested that City make audio tapes of Board meetings. Behrns still recommends
against this, as does the MML. Tapes cannot be easily searched under open records requests, nor
are speakers clearly identified. Video taping would solve one of those issues. Written minutes can be
searched for target topics. Behrns was told to research the cost to the City of Fulton for video taping
their meetings and also issues of continuing broadcast of recorded meeting on local access channels.

Mayor announced he was selected to be on Board of the Mid-Missouri Solid Waste Management
District. He described several recent projects.

The Committee then adjourned at about 8:52 p.m.

We also have a complamt about the alley that runs behmd my property frorn the alley o
above referenced, to-Singleton(running north and south), that is between my property at'
123 N. Collier and behind Dr. Bradley’s office and Friendship Place. Attendees park .
there using both sides of the alley, sometimes double-parking other vehicles. We rope off
MY YARD and MY DRIVE and post signs of private drive and private property to no
avail. Attendees still park on my property without my permission. There have been many
times this has caused MAJOR problems for my family and myself, and our friends who
do park on my property. The whole back yard of my property from the back door of the -
home to the alley is graveled and is my parking area for that home. There have been. -
many times that we cannot get in or out of my property! We should not have to worry
about who is parking on my private property nor should I have to be concerned that I(or
my family) will not be able to get to my own property to park there myself!

Every year we have to clean up beer and soda cans, broken beer bottles, dirty diapers,
food wrappers, other kinds of trash, and on a couple. of occasions even found syringes -

that we have to dispose of from attendees littering my dr1ve and yard Obv1ously, they do
not care that they have littered my property. . ' S e R

Over the years, we have spoken to the Police Dept. about the way attendees park on my
property. We have been told: “yes, they are parked illegal, but we can’t get a tow truck
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in here, to tow the vehicles”, “we will call out the license plate numbers over the
intercom system and maybe the owners will hear and come move their vehicle”(really,
you think they will hear the announcement?) and “we can have the vehicles parked
illegally on your property towed, but it will be at YOUR expense”, Why does it have to
be at MY expense, I didn’t park illegally, I have the area roped off and I have it posted as
private drive and no parking. We have tried to reasonably request, (when we catch them
parking on my property), to please move their vehicles and please do not park there
again, but they are never reasonable:. They always get ugly. I have even been told they
can park wherever they want; nobody is going to do anything to them for parking on my
property. I even had one “gentleman” get in my face, screaming at me that what he did
wasn’t any of my business and threaten me. : ‘

This is not a problem that just started happening. It has been going on since Anchor Fest
began. I asked Mr Sanders, my ward Alderman to present this problem to the Council. It
has been brought to my attention that the response to Alderman Sanders speaking on this
subject, was this is the first time you have heard any complaints about this. That'is not
true, as I have spoken in the past to the Police and City staff members as well as.other
Council members. In fact, last fall T attended a Council meeting about a different topic
and after the meeting adjourned, I expressed my concern outside with Catherine
Slmmons and Mayor Grenke about the hazards of the Anchor Fest parkmg in this area.

This is not Just my problem it is also the C1ty ] problem Anchor F est has been takmg
place for how many years? Ican’t believe the City hasn’t seen a problem with the
parking on the alley for all of those years! Something bad is going to happen if the
parking continues to be allowed on both sides of the alleys. Making the City liable for
not taking action. Is yourexcuse then going to be, “Well, this is the first I heard of it”. 1
believe there is a 15-minute parking ordinance for all alleys in Centralia. It is my
opinion, if the City of Centralia would have posted signs in all alleys around the square,
warning of the 15-minute parkmg limit or no parking 31gns years ago the ‘problem would'
have rectified 1tse1f :

My name is Debbie Sullivan and I am property owner of 123 N. Collier St. Thank you for
giving me the opportunity to speak tonight, First, I would like to say the events that took
place last week after the council meeting were brought about due to this council stating
my letter of April 9, 2012, had not been received, when the letter was dropped of by my
daughter and I in the city’s depository box, and because a statement was made at a prior
council meeting that no one had ever heard any prior complaints about the Anchor Fest
Parking. Since our family knew both of those statements to be incorrect, our family felt
this council was doing as others we have consulted in the past were doing. Those prior
voiced complaints we made, were concerns of safety issues, violation of a city ordinance,
and a homeowner/residents personal complaints.

It has been our family’s experiences with voicing these concerns to PRIOR Police dept,
the city offices, aldermen, and mayors is that these problems continue to be ignored.

Our family should not have to continue bringing these concerns to light. These issues
should have been resolved after the first complaints. It not like the area we are talking
about is somewhere away from sight. The parking issues are right in plain view of
everyone. To this point, Farris Sanders is the only person since my mother purchased
this property in June 1998, and I took ownership in 2002, that listened to our legitimate
complaints about these issues and has tried to act on those concerns. He has come over to
the property several times since I spoke with him about these issues, looked things over,
brought it to the attention of this council, and has tried to resolve these issues.

The way the Anchor Fest attendees park on the alley both behind my property and beside
my property are very dangerous. They are parking on both sides of the alley that lies to
the side of my property. In the alley that runs behind my property, we have them parking
on both sides of the alley and even double parking cars. This presents a multitude of
problems for myself and my family, Fest attendees, and the city. The city allowing this to
continue is in direct violation of Centralia’s parking ordinance of only allowing 15 min.
parking in our alleys. It is a safety issue as well. If ANY emergency vehicle had to pass
through either of those alleys, for ANY reason, I can assure you, they would not be able
to get through. There is no way the fire dept could get to my property. I can’t even get to
and from my own property without major difficulty most of the time.

Then we have the people who ignore the signs of private parking, barricades, and the
bright orange tape we put up to prevent people from parking on my property. We have
called the police and been told just about everything. The final thing that really was the
final straw was when we were told by the Police Dept that we could have the people that
are illegally parking on my property towed, but it would be at MY EXPENSE! You
can’t even get a tow truck back there with the way the Fest Attendees park in that area
but why must I pay to have someone who has no respect for me or my property and parks
illegally towed away? We have tried parking one car in the yard so that if we get blocked
in the back, we can try to get out going from the yard through the ditch or the culvert, if
there is an opening. That doesn’t work either We have requested to the city if we could




put a barricade blocking off one parking spot for us in front of the house so that no one
else can park there and were told that we can’t do that as it is public property.

Each year, without complaint, we have had to clean up other people’s trash that have
parked on and around my property. We have picked up dirty diapers, food wrappers,
beer and soda cans and broken bottles, and one year, we picked up hypodermic needles.
This is a nasty, unsanitary job! We have seen people urinating around the alleys, which
is very unpleasant! The improper disposal of trash and the public urination is a health
concern! We used to participate in the citywide garage sale and did very well with our
huge multifamily sale, each year. Unfortunately, when Anchor Fest began having
activities across the street from my property, we had to make the decision to stop having
a garage sale because it was too dangerous for people to come to our garage sales. You
can’t imagine how many times we have seen cars almost hit but what is much more
frightening is seeing the children almost hit. This happens at least one a year but many
times it has taken place daily.

We are frustrated at the past failure to listen to our complaints and the failure to act upon
these legitimate complaints. These complaints are based on safety issues, the continued
violation of the existing parking ordinance concerning alleys, the worry I have as a
property owner, the constant worry that someone is going to be seriously hurt, and it
causing longer response times for emergency crews to get to them/me because of the
illegal and improper parking of Anchor Fest attendees.

All my family and I are asking you to do is come up with a reasonable solution to these
issues. Maybe place more 15 minute only parking or no parking signs in both of those
alleys in question. We don’t care if they are temporary signs just for the duration of
Anchor Fest prohibiting the parking on both signs of the side alley and NO parking down
the back alley. We also are requesting some legitimate option for taking care of those that
park without permission on my property and those that park illegally in the alley that
block my property.

Please take action tonight to prevent what will eventually cause something horrible to
happen.

Unapproved Draft Minutes
Meeting of the Planning and Zoning Commission for Thursday, May 10, 2012.

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Patt Olsen at 7:00 p.m. Present were Dale Hughes,
Don Bagley, Guy Lee, Farris Sanders, and Tim Grenke. Also attending were Lynn Behrns, Boyd
Ware, Gerry Dollens, Creig Anderson and Cayla Anderson.

Those present recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

Bagley moved approval of the minutes of April 5, 2012. Sanders seconded the motion. The question
was called. All members present voted “aye” . There were no “nay” votes, and the motion carried.

Behrns presented a request from Jamie Enyart to rezone the property at 316 West Bruton Street from
R-1

(Single-Family Dwelling District) to R-3 (Multi-family Dwelling District). A small single-family residence
presently sits on the property. The request is made to facilitate purchase of the site by Boyd Ware in order for
Ware to construct a large, two-story duplex. Ware actually is proposing to also purchase the property at 402 W.
Bruton and build the duplex across the line between the properties. That site was rezoned to R-3 late last year.
The property north across Bruton Street is all zoned R-3. The adjacent property to the south across the alley is all
zoned R-1. An advertisement was placed in the April 25, 2012 issue of the Centralia Fireside Guard. A second
public hearing is scheduled for the regular meeting of the Board of Aldermen on May 21, 2012.

Olsen opened a hearing for public comment on the application.

Anderson presented a petition signed by him and six other owners of property within 180 feet of the
subject property. They all objected to the rezoning to R-3.

Anderson said he was worried that rezoning would allow construction of apartments or a four-plex,
which would lower his property value. He has put considerable investment into improvements of his
home. He would not oppose Ware if only a duplex was being proposed, and he believes that other
signers of the petition feel same. Anderson felt that notice in paper was not sufficient warning to the
neighbors. He did not realize that the lot next to the railroad owned by Melody Harper had already
been rezoned to R-3. He said Harper did not really want a four-plex on the lot. That suggestion came
from her real estate agent.

[As a sidebar to the discussion, Behrns was asked to place a large yard sign to give more notice to
adjacent owners. This would supplement the notice in the newspaper and notices on City’s web page.
The signs would be like those for conditional use permit requests. Behrns would do this for all
rezoning hearings henceforth and this procedure could be added to Zoning Code the next time the
Commission recommends Code amendments to Board of Aldermen.]

Anderson also cited a concern that intensive development would create more storm water problems.
He suggested that the City should have required an engineered storm water impact study. A friend of
his told him that this was a federal requirement. Behrns disagreed and also said such a requirement
was not in the City Code. Anderson said he worried about the narrowness of Bruton Street where it
crosses the COLT railroad tracks. There are no sidewalks and this is a hazard to pedestrians. Building
more housing units might mean more walkers.



Ware and Dollens agreed that Ware’s plan could be accomplished with R-2 zoning. A duplex on
property zoned both R-3 and R-2 would not be a problem and no more intensive that two single-family
residences, one on each lot. However, retaining R-3 zoning for 402 could open the door in the distant
future to replacement by apartment on the west lot and still site a duplex on the Enyart lot. Ware said
he really want building to be upscale. Dollens said it was hard to find a site that is properly zoned and
also not adjacent to existing, less-desirable uses.

Anderson asked that the City rezone the 402 property back to R-2. Behrns said that the City should
not do that unless Harper requested it, or someone like Ware were to purchase it and then request the
more restrictive zoning. For the City to do unilaterally, would constitute a “taking” and might make the
City liable for monetary damages.

Behrns noted that LeeAllen Smith said he favor the request or some lesser compromise.

Olsen closed the hearing for this evening and the Commission briefly discussed the issue. Behrns
asked if Anderson could get a companion petition reflecting the signers opinion about rezoning 316
only to R-2 Bagley said that while this could be considered spot zoning, was willing to consider this as
a buffering transition.

Hughes then moved that the Planning and Zoning Commission recommend to the Board of Aldermen
that the request to rezone the property at 316 West Bruton from R-1 to R-3 be denied, but that property
instead be rezoned to R-2. Sanders seconded the motion.

On roll call vote, the following members voted aye: all members present.

The following members voted nay: none.

The following members abstained: none.

The motion passed.

The Commission members told Behrns they were willing to look at the issue of keeping “urban”
chickens. Behrns will get a copy of the ordinance used by the City of Columbia on that topic. It will be
one topic for discussion at the next Commission meeting.

Lee moved that the meeting adjourn. Hughes seconded the motion. The question was called. Voting
aye: all members present. Voting nay: no member. The motion carried.

The meeting adjourned at about 7:35 p.m.

Draft minutes for the last meeting are enclosed.

James Ella Enyart owned the property at 316 West Bruton. This immediately east of the
property at 402 West Bruton, which was recent rezoned from R-1 (One-family Dwelling
District) to R-3 (Multi-Family Dwelling District) and the request of Melody Kempker
and Darren Adams. Rezoning this property would allow a third party to purchase both
the Enyart and Kempker properties, demolish the small, existing house at 316 W. Bruton
and erect a large duplex across both parcels. The prospective purchaser has purportedly
already talked to Creig Anderson, who owns the adjacent house at 306 W. Bruton. An
advertizement announcing a public hearing was placed in the April 25, 2012 issue of the
Centralia Fireside Guard. Following the public hearing, the Commission should make a
recommendation about the proposal to the Board of Aldermen, who have a second public
hearing schedule on May 21, before they would take any action. Since the properties
north and west of this property are already zoned R-3, this would not be “spot zoning”.
Staff has no opposition to the request.
