Alderman Bormann presented a bill marked and designated as bill no. 2648 to create a resolution entitled “A

FOR THE FISCAL YEAR OF 2012-13 COMMENCING ON APRIL 1, 2012 AND ENDING ON MARCH 31,
2013.” Alderman Bormann moved that it be placed on its first reading by title only. Before the bill was introduced
copies of the bill were made available for public inspection. Motion was seconded by Alderman Simmons and
motion carried unanimously. The bill was then read by title only. The Mayor then called for discussion on the bill
and after some discussion Alderman Bormann moved the final passage of the bill. Alderman Simmons seconded the
motion. The Mayor called for a roll call vote and the ordinance passed with the following vote. Aldermen voting
FOR: Angell, Bormann, Magley and Simmons. Voting AGAINST: None. The Mayor declared the bill passed and
thereupon signed the same as passed. The bill was approved by the Mayor and signed by the Mayor as approved
and was returned to the City Clerk who attested to the signature of the Mayor, affixed the city seal and the
Ordinance was designated as Resolution R-13-01.

City Administrator:
Behrns referenced the copies of the spring newsletter that had been provided to the Board, and pointed out that a
Purchase with a Purpose flyer & information about the community garden will also be included with the newsletter.

He also noted that among the items in the newsletter a paragraph was added about driving golf carts on city streets,
as well as a paragraph about not flushing large dust mops down the drain as it burns up the pumps. Local businesses
that sell the dust mops (i.e. Swiffer-type) consented to have a laminated card placed in the business asking people
not to flush them.

Behrns stated that ads to request bids for a chipper, a pile of scrap metal and 2 used chainsaws will be going out next
week.

There was some discussion regarding the laws for golf carts. Beck referred to the City Code book, and noted that
paragraph A-7 refers to seatbelts: the golf cart manager & passengers shall wear seatbelts if the golf cart is equipped
with a safety belt. He noted that owners would not have to modify the golf cart to add safety belts if they were not
already equipped with them.

Behrns stated that he did open bids on the street project and they came in substantially higher than expected. At this
time, the City will not be able to do the entire project. The low bidders agreed to keep the per unit prices the same,

and the City will to just do Switzler street at this time and not Jefferson Street. Since they will not be completing
Jefferson Street at this time, the schedule will be more flexible to get the project done during the summet.
